Application Eligibility & Process
· Grants are intended for full-time (9 credit hours) seminary students who are postulants or candidates for holy orders in the Episcopal Diocese of Missouri.

· Grants are intended for expenses associated with attending seminary.

· Applicants must demonstrate financial need.

· Applicants must also demonstrate leadership or potential leadership skills/experience.

· The deadline for applying is March 1 of each year.

· The Commission on Ministry annually reviews grant applications and makes recommendations for awards to the Standing Committee which allocates awards for the following academic year.

· Grants are a minimum of $500 up to a maximum of $1,500.

· Not all eligible applicants may receive a grant.

· Renewing applicants are not guaranteed a grant.

· Grants will be awarded by April 15.
